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The Evolution Logic of the US Policy Narrative Towards Vietnam in the 21st Centu—
ry: From the Perspective of Discursive Genealogy

[Abstract 1The continuous upgrading of the relationship between the United States and Viet—
nam has attracted wide attention from the academic circles at home and abroad. This paper
holds that the conceptual change of the American decision-makers is an important cause of
the evolution of the US policy towards Vietnam, and its behavior logic can be fully reflected
through the policy narrative discourse. Drawing on the theoretical framework of discursive
genealogy, this paper tries to construct the “discourse atlas” of the evolution of American
policy towards Vietnam, and thus provides a consistent explanatory logic for the upgrading of
US-Vietnam relations. The analysis indicates that since the 21st century, based on the reality
of the development of US-Vietnam relations, the U.S. official discourse has been continually
sought to redefine the essence of Vietnam's national identity, in order to fulfill the needs of
US government’s policy adjustment. During this process, several discursive strategies, such as
the adjustments of discursive magnitude and frequency, the choices of topics and contents, as
well as the overall construction of policy architecture, have been adopted to ensure that the
US’s decision-makers” strategic intentions can always be reflected in the practice of policy in a
timely manner. Compared with the previous research based on rationalist paradigms and ma-—
terialism perspectives, the evolution process of the US—Vietnam relations from the subjective
perspective of decision-makers and policy discourse analysis as the path may provide an en—
lightening perspective for deepening the understanding of the drivers and evolution laws of
the development of the US-Vietnam relations.
