The
Asia—Pacific region is not only a key region in the global green transformation but also a focal point for the strategic game among great powers , and the
the strategic advantageous industries of competition and cooperation in the green industry coexist in the region. The U.S. and its allies regard China’s
green advantage industries as those of their strategic competitors , and therefore implement the strategy of high subsidies and high tariffs to both catch up
with and contain these industries, aiming to suppress China’s established green competitive advantages by means of "decoupling and breaking chains."
Conversely , many developing countries in the Asia—Pacific region require green industry cooperation and need assistance from China in accessing high—
quality green technologies and application capabilities.

The Disappearance of the "Intermediate Zone'' : An Analysis of the Evolution and Variables of Arctic Security Space

Abstract : The Ukraine crisis has intensified the projection of great power competition into the Arctic, transforming the region into a strategic arena
marked by rivalry , confrontation , containment , and countermeasures. With NATO’s northern expansion, Sweden and Finland can no longer serve as an
"intermediate zone" to preserve the Arctic’s geographical identity , nor can they simultaneously fulfill functions of "strategic deterrence" and "security
assurance." As U.S.—Russia competition becomes the main driver of the evolution of the Arctic security space , reshaping NATO’s "Arctic identity,"
strengthening cross—regional security linkages from the Black Sea and the Baltic Sea to the Arctic waters and constructing a narrative of an "Arctic
without Russia" constitute the behavioral logic and structural vision of dominant countries. At the same time, the asymmetric nature of the Arctic "arms

race,"

the tension between traditional and non—traditional security agendas, and the hedging strategies employed by external powers continue to play the
role of regulatory variables in the evolution of the security space. In this evolving context, China, as a "near—Arctic state" and a key stakeholder in Arctic
affairs , needs to actively lead and advance Arctic climate, ecological , environmental, and sustainable development issues alongside external stakeholders
from Europe and Asia. This effort aims to break the deadlock in the "low politics" dialogue in the Arctic , dynamically adjust the expected progress and
risk plans of Arctic research and commercial projects , and prevent Arctic activities from deviating from their established course due to political and security
factors.

Changes in Japan’s Political Ecology and Their Impact on Sino—Japanese Relations

Abstract : Since Shinzo Abe led the Liberal Democratic Party (LDP) back to power in 2012, Japan's domestic political ecology has undergone
significant changes. The changes are concentrated in three aspects, including right deviation, conservatization and populism. The shift towards right
deviation is the most prominent, and it has shaped society to move in the same direction, leading the public to increasingly align with the LDP’s
positions on issues such as constitutional revision and historical perception. Conservatization has given rise to conservatism in the lives of the Japanese
people , making them more content with the status quo and passively supportive of the LDP regime. Increasing populism has further coerced the
government’s policy making , leading to unilateral decisions that irrationally cater to public opinion. The above changes are related and different from each
other, but they are all generated by a combination of endogenous factors such as the shaping of politicians , declining national power, and sluggish
economic growth, as well as exogenous factors such as changes in the regional and international situation. Although the changes in Japan’s political
environment exhibit different forms, all of them take a negative stance on China—related issues. In this regard, it is essential to recognize the long—term
and negative impacts on Sino—Japanese relations and simultaneously identify and support resistance forces within Japan to mitigate this trend.
